• For organizing 10 Lions clubs - Supreme Extension Award, a
beautiful pin containing one diamond

• For organizing 15 Lions clubs - Silver-plated Extension Award
Plaque, personalized with the Lion's name, number of clubs and
the international president's signature

• For organizing 20 Lions clubs - Brass-plated Extension Award
Plaque, personalized with the Lion's name, number of clubs and
the international president's signature
