Allied Bombers 
Blast Enemy 
Supply Vehicles 

EIGHTH U. S ARMY HEAD­
QUARTERS, Korea, Aug. 27 — 
(INS) — Speedy Allied fighter 
bombers blasted 31 enemy supply 
vehicles today to run the three-
day total of Red trucks destroyed 
or damaged in Korea to well over 
the 900-mark. 

U. S. Fifth Air Force Headquar­
ters reported that light B-26 bomb­
ers hit more than 900 Red motor 
trucks Saturday and Sunday 
nights when the Communists were 
apparently trying to reinforce 
their forward units. 
' This morning at the break of 

dawn, fighter-bombers roared out 
to catch the stragglers and blast­
ed 31 of them by noon. 

In the two night attacks, the B-
26s hit the Red supply convoys 
with fragmentation and fire 
bombs, and then skimmed down at 
low level "to machine-gun enemy 
trucks. 

The B-26 group commander, L t 
Col. John Harrington, Waxaha-
chie, Tex., reported: 

"They tried to fool us by hav­
ing only two or three vehicles 
spread through the convoy with 
their lights on. After we hit the 
first ones with our 'frag' bombs, 
the whole area lit up like a Christ­
mas tree and we could see the oth­
ers bunched up all along the 
road." 

The blasted enemy attempts to 
move supplies came simultaneous­
ly with a sharp increase in ground 
fighting on the Eastern front 

Three thousand North Korean 
troops wrested a key ridgeline 
from South Korea forces in an at­
tack beginning before dawn Sun­
day. Bat Eighth Army Headquar­
ters said that by nightfall the Al­
lied units were regaining lost 
ground and the enemy was falling 
back. 

A high United Nations source 
discounted any relationship be­
tween the increase of enemy 
ground activity and the bogged 
down cease-fire talks.
