The most important as-
pect of the Youth Scholarship Program is to help a young person pursue his/
her education and follow their dreams.  
 

The LITPC takes great pride in fulfilling the motto of Lions Clubs Interna-
tional, “WE SERVE”. During the SightFirst II Campaign, the pin traders 
contributed US$144,000 to LCIF. Our Scholarship Program is another ex-
ample of the pin traders’ slogan, “Lions First”.  
 

Selection of the scholarship recipient will be based on academic achieve-
ment, an essay stating the student’s goals, a statement of reason(s) for apply-
ing and an overview of work, community and school service, and letters of 
recommendation. Applications and supporting documentation are to be com-
pleted and submitted to the pin trading club scholarship chairman named be-
low by March 1, 2019.
